 To perform Technical Escort duties involving field sampling, detection, identification, limited decontamination, and mitigation/remediation of hazards associated with chemical, biological and radiological materials. The course certifies Hazardous Material Technician Level Operational Response and Environmental Sampling training in compliance with 29 CFR 1910.120 and EPA Emergency Response Team Protocols. It also provides Confined Space Awareness Level training 
IAW 29 CFR 1910.146.

COURSE PREREQUISITES
TITLE Technical Escort
 Active Army and Reserve Component, USMC, USN, USAF, DA or contract civilians, and selected foreign military personnel whose duties require close contact with surety or hazardous material are eligible to attend the course.  Personnel must complete a medical screening (especially to meet the physical constraints listed in the special information paragraph) and hand-carry the medical screening,
along with their medical records, when they report for the course.

 SPECIAL INFORMATION:  Personnel must not have claustrophobic tendencies; must have normal color perception; eye, hand, foot coordination; and full use of extremities.  Personnel must be medically screened to wear Self Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA) and the Self Contained Toxic Environment Protective Outfit (STEPO), comparable to OSHA Level A fully encapsulated suits.
